OUR PROPOSAL

Our proposal, if we are successful is to open a
new 600 placed 11-16 Boys’ school which will
open in September 2020 and accommodate
120 pupils in each year group. The school will
initially open to just Year 7 pupils and continue
to take 120 pupils in subsequent years until
full capacity is reached in 2025. The school will
be open to all pupils regardless of faith or no
faith and will be inclusive of pupils with special
educational needs.

Our proposal to open a single gender school
is based upon research which demonstrates
that pupils learn best in a single gender
environment, two of the current top 3
performing schools in the country are
single gender schools.
